Outcomes are consistently high in all phases and were once again excellent in 2025, placing us as one 

of the best state schools in the country. We are the most oversubscribed state school in the country. 

We were recently reaccredited World Class School status and are one of the Mayor of London’s Schools 

for Success. 

 

We were a National Teaching School and have kept our alliance of 24 schools as the Seven Kings 

Learning Partnership, providing exciting opportunities for staff development which is at the heart of 

our continuing success adding an exciting dimension to the life of the students and staff.  

 

In our last OFSTED inspection in April 2025, we were judged to be outstanding across all 4 categories. 

The school has very high expectations for pupils from Reception through to the sixth form. As a result, 

pupils achieve extremely well. The focus on both academic rigour and personal development ensures 

pupils excel and are well prepared to contribute positively to wider society. The report is a joyous read; 

this is a school where students want to learn and relationships are excellent. However, there is still 

much to do, and we are looking for enthusiastic teachers who are committed to getting the very best 

out of our young people, no matter their starting point.
